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STEP 3: See PICTURE 3. Slide the BOTTOM PANEL (G) into the grooves on the REAR PANEL (A), RIGHT
SIDE PANEL (B), and FRONT PANEL (F). Be sure the bottom panel is properly seated into the grooves on all
three sides. The wood grain side faces up.

STEP 4: See PICTURE 4. Attach the LEFT SIDE PANEL (H) to the REAR PANEL (A) and the FRONT PANEL
(F) using FOUR BOLTS (C) and FOUR BARREL NUTS (D). Be sure the BOTTOM PANEL (G) is seated into
the groove on the LEFT SIDE PANEL (H).
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STEP 1: See PICTURE 1. Attach the REAR PANEL (A) to the RIGHT SIDE PANEL (B) using TWO BOLTS (C)
and TWO BARREL NUTS (D). Insert the barrel nuts into the holes on the side panel; then insert the bolts through
the holes on the rear panel and screw them into the barrel nuts.

The bottom grooves on the panels face in and line up with each other. Insert the wood peg on the end of the
SUPPORT BAR (E) into the hole in the center of the REAR PANEL (A).

STEP 2: See PICTURE 2. Attach the FRONT PANEL (F) to the RIGHT SIDE PANEL (B) using TWO BOLTS
(C) and TWO BARREL NUTS (D).

The bottom grooves on the panels face in and line up with each other. Insert the wood peg on the end of the
SUPPORT BAR (E) into the hole in the center of the FRONT PANEL (F).
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STEP 5: See PICTURES 5A and 5B. Attach the BARREL TOP LID (I) to the REAR PANEL (A) using the TWO
HINGES (J), EIGHT LONG SCREWS (K1), and the pre-drilled holes on the lid and rear panel.

If you don’t have an assistant to hold the lid while you turn the screws, you can do this step alone if you rest
the toy box on its back as shown in PICTURE 5A.

STEP 6: See PICTURE 6. Properly position the SAFETY HINGE LID SUPPORT (L) and attach it to the BAR-
REL TOP LID (I) and REAR PANEL (A) using FOUR SHORT SCREWS (K2) and the pre-drilled holes on the lid
and rear panel. YOUR BARREL TOP TOY BOX IS NOW FULLY ASSEMBLED AND READY TO ENJOY!

If not installed or if installed improperly, the Barrel Top Lid (I) could
free fall and slam shut unexpectedly causing serious injury.

The Safety Hinge Lid Support (L) has been installed properly if,
after Step 6, the lid remains open when unattended.

No maintenance or
lubrication of the Lid Support (L)
is required. The lid will open to a
full 90°, or can be opened to any

position in between the fully
closed and fully open

positions.
