With or Without Spray Hose

NOTE:
1. FLUSH LINE BEFORE FAUCET INSTALLATION TO REMOVE DEBRIS IN LINES.
2.NOPLUMBER'S PUTTY ON ANY FINISH TO CORRODE FINISH OF FAUCET SURFACE.

2. Set the faucet in place, insert the inlet shanks
through the sink holes, and press down. Assemble
the washers and locknuts on the inlet shanks,

and then fighten the nuts with hand.

1.Shut off hot and cold water supply under sink.
Plug sink drain with cloth to avoid losing small
parts. Remove old faucet

5. For model is with spray head and hose. Place the 6. Insert the hose through the guide and attach to the
spray guide through the fourth hold in the sink, screw fitting on the bottom of the faucet. Attach spray head
the locknut onto the shank and tighten firmly. to the hose.
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Shutoff valves

3. Connect the water supply lines. Before connecting

the supply lines, apply pipe joint compound to the
threads on the inlet shanks and shut off valves.
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7. Remove the aerator before turning on your new

faucet for the first time. This is to prevent any deposits

from clogging your aerator. Allow both hot and
cold water to run for one minute. Replace aerator.
